She patiently did exactly what the doctor told her to do before 
taking care of the punchbowl incident.

A mother sees the importance of a strong knit 
family and will sacrifice her own wants and desires to build a strong family.  
My mother raised seven children by always putting the Lord first and our 
needs ahead of hers.  She gave up a huge house and designer clothes for 
us to have a Christian education. She made sure we were fed both  
physically and spiritually.  To this day, I know I am her favorite because 
while there were seven – she made us feel like we were the only one.    

Today is the day that society has chosen to honor our mothers.  I want to 
challenge us to honor our mothers on a daily basis.  Take a moment to  
truly see the sacrifices that she makes, to understand her challenges, and 
truly appreciate her for the woman she strives to be and the person that 
she has raised you or your children to be.  I want to challenge you to honor 
your mother with your words, your actions, and your character this day and 
every day.
