Qualifications of Elders (and Influencers)

The sermon this morning is about qualities of effective elders. The different
terms used to refer to church leaders each indicate something about the nature
of the work and what is required to do the job well. The traits mentioned in

1 Timothy 3.1-7 and Titus 1.5-9 are vital for fulfilling the responsibilities of
church leaders and should be considered whenever appointing new elders. But
are these qualities the sole measure of a worthy candidate or a worthy life? All of
Christ’s teachings are in play when appointing men to oversee God’s flock, and
none 1s more important than our memory verses for this year, Galatians 5.22-23.
A man may be moral and knowledgeable, but he has no business being a
shepherd without a heart of love. A man may be a loyal husband and never
touch a drop of alcohol, but if he lacks a joyful optimistic outlook, he will do

more harm than good. I think you get
the picture. Elders are spiritual men
promoting the spiritual welfare of
God’s people. To do the job as God
mtended, they need the fruit of the
Spirit. Whether or not you are
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Galatians 5: 22-23

preparing to serve as an elder one day,
don’t overlook this important list that
will increase your influence and equip
you to live and serve well. Whatever
your age, gender, race, occupation or
aspiration, these nine virtues will help
you be your best self. Memorize them,
pray them, study them, and live them.
