John wrote, “If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, 

and the truth is not in us. If we confess our sins, he is faithful 

and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all       

unrighteousness. If we say we have not sinned, we make him a 

liar, and his word is not in us” (1 John 1:8-10). There seems to 

be a universal reality that it is easier to find sin in others than it is to 

find sin in ourselves. Some, whether they say it or not, seem to 

think they have no sin. John tells us that if we are going to have   

fellowship with God and others, we must admit our own faults.   

Failure to see our sin will always hamper our relationship with God. 

It will also hurt our relationships with others. This week we are going 

to discuss the spiritual discipline of confession.
