We
must always remember that one of the primary purposes of the church is to
preach and teach the gospel.

At the heart of the gospel is the death, burial and resurrection of Christ (1 Cor.
15:1-4). A great deal of our teaching and preaching must focus on these
events.

The Bible, especially the New Testament, speaks often of the death of Christ.
“Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures” (I Cor. 15:3). “We were
reconciled to God through the death of His Son” (Rom. 5:10).

The Bible also refers to His burial in the tomb of Joseph of Arimathea (MT.
27:57-60). However, on the third day Jesus rose from the dead (MT. 28:6).

Again, the Bible assures us of the resurrection of Jesus from the dead. “He
was raised again the third day according to the Scriptures” (I Cor. 15:4).

The greatest purpose of Christ’s church is to live for Him in such a way as to
bring glory and honor to God and His Son. Another great purpose of the
church is to preach and teach the gospel (MT. 28:18-20; MK. 16:15-16).
